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2 Corinthians 5:16-21
16 Therefore, from now on, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even though we have known Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus no longer. 17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 

18 Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation. 

20 Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God. 21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

1. It’s Already Done

2 Corinthians 5:17
“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new” 

Saints, stop trying to become a new creature and accept the reality that you already are one.
2. You Are Not an Old Sinner Saved by Grace 

Ephesians 2:4–5 (NLT)
4 But God is so rich in mercy, and he loved us so much, that even though we were dead because of our sins, he gave us life when he raised Christ from the dead. 5 (It is only by God’s grace that you have been saved!) 

When you were born again, your identity changed. You are no longer a sinner; you may sin, but you are not a sinner. 

Sinning after salvation does not change your identity back to being a sinner. Stop identifying as a sinner and embrace the reality of the gift of being saved by grace.

3. You Are the Righteousness of God in Christ Jesus

Paul wrote, 

2 Corinthians 5:21
“For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him”

 You are not an old sinner; you are the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus. Righteousness is the state that is acceptable to God; it simply means “to be in right standing with God.” Righteousness is the standing of every believer.

4. You Are Forgiven 

Saints, believers have been forgiven, and the blood of Jesus has washed away all of their sins. The Bible clearly establishes this: 
Revelation 1:5
“And from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood” 

Colossians 2:13 (NLT)
“You were dead because of your sins and because your sinful nature was not yet cut away. Then God made you alive with Christ, for he forgave all our sins” 

Saints, to experience the superhuman life and live in new creation realities, you must believe you are forgiven. 

You may think that seems elementary and basic, but many people deeply struggle within their hearts to believe God has forgiven them for certain actions, mistakes, and sins. The price Jesus paid on the cross handled our past and any sins we may commit in the future.

What should believers do if they sin? 

1 John 1:9
“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”

5. You Have Divine Access

Saints, as you understand you are forgiven and have been made righteous, you will then realize that nothing stands between you and God. As it says in Hebrews: 


Hebrews 10:19–20 (NLT)
19 And so, dear brothers and sisters, we can boldly enter heaven’s Most Holy Place because of the blood of Jesus. 20 By his death, Jesus opened a new and life-giving way through the curtain into the Most Holy Place 

6. You Are Redeemed

Galatians 3:13
Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree” 

1 Peter 1:18–19
18 knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot

Saints, to be redeemed is “to be bought back, to be liberated due to the payment of a ransom, and to be delivered.” Redemption pictures believers as being redeemed from the slave market of sin. Previously, 

Satan held them captive in sin, darkness, evil, and despair. When they were born again, they were ransomed and walked out of the slavery of sin. When they were redeemed from sin, they were also redeemed from several other things.

7. You Have the Advantage

The apostle Paul said, 
Galatians 6:15
“For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but a new creation”

The word avails means “to have the advantage or to have a condition or circumstance that causes a person to be in a favorable or superior position.” In this Scripture, Paul made it clear that in Christ circumcision or uncircumcision do not give believers an advantage in this life. 

What gives you the advantage is being a new creature, a new creation. When you were born again, you were given the advantage in life. You are not at a disadvantage. Others may have more privilege than you in certain areas, but you are not at a disadvantage. 

Do not let any person or group cause you to believe you are disadvantaged. You have the advantage. The new creation has put you in the condition that causes you to always be in a favorable and superior position.

8. You Are an Overcomer

1 John 5:4–5
4 For whatsoever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. 5 Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God? 

Saints, God has not planned a life of defeat for you. You were born again to win. In this life, you will face difficulty and various attacks of the enemy. 
Do not let the difficulties of life and the attacks of demonic forces dishearten you, cause you to despair, or persuade you to quit. Instead of giving up, you must embrace the new creation reality that you are an overcomer. 

An overcomer does not only win; an over-comer overwhelms, overpowers, vanquishes, and conquers the opposing force. Never forget what 

Romans 8:37
“Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us”

Saints, as a new creation, you are not fighting for victory; you are fighting from a place of victory. You are already on the winning side, so gives thanks to God who always causes you to triumph 

2 Corinthians 2:14
“Now thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the fragrance of His knowledge in every place”

9. You Have a New Nature

The new creation comes with a new nature. The apostle Peter explained it this way: 

2 Peter 1:3-4
3 As His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, 
4 by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust 

Saints, the divine nature is the nature of God. The nature of God allows believers to experience life as God has it and live the way He has instructed us to live. The nature of God is filled with power, glory, abilities, and the fruit of the Spirit

Galatians 5:22-24
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 

10. Your Limits Have Been Removed

Romans 8:26
“Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know what we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered” 

Saints, weaknesses can also refer to our limitations. The Greek word for help describes “working with others to help them obtain something.” 

This word also means “to take hold of an object with another.” The Holy Spirit will help you take hold of your weaknesses by strengthening you and enlightening you to help you overcome them. 

The Holy Spirit also works with you to take you past your limitations. The Holy Spirit causes believers to experience the limitless life of new creation realities. God is not limiting you; often, people limit what God can do in their lives.

11. You Are an Ambassador

2 Corinthians 5:20
“Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God” 

Saints, when an ambassador is sent to another country, the ambassador is assigned to represent the interests of the nation or kingdom that sent him or her. The ambassador is authorized by that kingdom.

12. You Are Royalty

Romans 5:17
“For if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ”

Revelation 1:6
And has made us kings and priests to His God and Father, to Him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen (Revelation 1:6). 

As soon as you were born again, you were brought into the royal family of God. You are royalty. Royalty is more than a title or rank; royalty comes with the understanding of certain responsibilities, authority, and protocols. 
Saints, Royalty is the status given to those who are born again; this includes expectations for how they should behave, think, and carry themselves as members of God’s royal family.

13. You Are the Temple of God

1 Corinthians 6:19–20
19 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s 

Saints, one of the marvelous benefits of the new covenant over the old covenant is that believers are the temple of God. In the Old Testament, the Spirit of God would only rest upon prophets, priests, kings, and certain others with special assignments. 

No one in the Old Testament had the privilege of being the temple of God. Now, when people are born again, the blood of Jesus cleanses them so well that they become a suitable home to be indwelt by God Himself.

14. You Have a Purpose

The apostle Paul tells us, 

Ephesians 2:10 (NLT)
“For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago” 

You are not an accident. Your life matters. You have a divine assignment, a calling, and a heavenly purpose. 
When people think their lives do not matter, they live aimlessly. The purpose God has for you is so grand that it requires you to stop living as a mere mortal. 

In order to accomplish what God has for you and fulfill your purpose, you must live as a superhuman who understands that you are a new creation in Christ Jesus.


15. You Are Anointed

Christ is not Jesus’ last name. Christ describes who Jesus is. The word Christ means “the Anointed One,” and it refers to the anointing Jesus is anointed with. Paul wrote, 

1 Corinthians 12:27
“Now you are the body of Christ and members individually” 
Saints, in other words, every believer is part of the body of Christ, meaning every believer is part of the body of the Anointed One. Jesus, the head of the body, is anointed, and so is His body. 

Every part of the body has been anointed by God to carry out a particular assignment and fulfill a purpose. When the anointing of the Spirit is applied to an individual, it brings unique and powerful abilities that set that person apart from other mortals. The anointing makes all the difference, and God has anointed you!

In Closing

16. You Are a Spirit


1 Thessalonians 5:23 (NLT)
“Now may the God of peace make you holy in every way, and may your whole spirit and soul and body be kept blameless until our Lord Jesus Christ comes again” 

Saints, God has made humans tri-part beings. Many people consider themselves their bodies. Many may consider themselves a combination of their minds and their bodies, but the Scripture reveals the true human creation. 

Humans are spirits who possess souls and live in physical bodies. You are not your body. Your body is the house you live in. The apostle Peter referred to it as his tabernacle (see 2 Pet. 1:14). 

We have the great responsibility of caring for our bodies, because our bodies are the temples of God. Our bodies also give us the right to exist on this planet.

2 Peter 1:13-14
13 Yes, I think it is right, as long as I am in this tent, to stir you up by reminding you, 14 knowing that shortly I must put off my tent, just as our Lord Jesus Christ showed me.

Saints, Soon and Very soon, Jesus is about to appear, we are almost out of here!

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18
13 But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you sorrow as others who have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. 

15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep. 16 For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. 

17 Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord. 18 Therefore comfort one another with these words. 

1 Corinthians 15:50-54
50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption. 51 Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed-- 52 in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 

53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 54 So when this corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mortal has put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written: "Death is swallowed up in victory."  
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Acts 2:38-39
38 Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is to you and to your children, and to all who are afar off, as many as the Lord our God will call."
